The N.M.D. program at John Thomas College is desigfor the individual who
possesses the prerequisite undergraduate and tgaedacation (with a professional
degree as an M.D., D.C., of D.O.) that has culneidain license eligibility and/or
statutory licensure. This program is designed teeimthe needs of the full-time
practitioner who desires to earn an N.M.D. degrébe future of our program includes a
primary four year in residence degree program fodents having completed their
undergraduate studies. It is being developedisttitne and we hope to unveil it in the
near future.

Students enrolled in the N.M.D. program take ongre®, also known as a module, at a
time. Each module is set-up as a one-month intensnit of instruction. Students are
required to commit extensive hours each month iarsm® preparation to successfully
complete each module. The clinical education ef student will be undertaken by a
program of clinical study with actual patient carttand other educational opportunities
by means of video-conferencing. There will follaveystem designed to take the student
doctor through the diagnosis process with accessliagnostic imaging, laboratory
studies, and necessary special diagnostic studibs will result in a clinical diagnosis.

ACCEPTANCE PROCESS

Module 1: Course Number 700
INTRODUCTION TO NATUROPATHIC MEDICINE

Naturopathic medicine is a distinct system of priynhealth care—an art, a
science, a philosophy and a practice of diagnosiregting and preventing
disease. In this course, you will learn abouthis¢ory of naturopathy. Emphasis
is placed on the founders and leaders in the Gélthturopathy, as well as related
scientific advances, discoveries and foundationst the end of the course,
students will understand how traditional and akéxe medicine techniques are
bridged into naturopathic medicine.

Module 2: Course Number 705
INTEGRATIVE MEDICINE AND HOMEOPATHY

This class explores the fundamentals of integrasind homeopathic medicine
and how to treat disease by integrating the alldpathomeopathic, and

naturopathic and physical medicine aspects of thatrhent of human disease
entities. Students will learn that homeopathic roedi is a scientific method of

medical treatment that stimulates the body’s owalihg processes in order to
cure illnesses. Homeopathy is based on the disgdiiat a substance can cure
symptoms similar to those it can cause by variationthe amount of substance
ingested. In addition, students will be introducéol the concept of

homotoxicology.

Module 3: Course Number 706
HOMEOPATHIC MEDICINE Il

In this module, the student will learn about adwahchomeopathic and
homotoxicologic preparations, formularies, combmat, dosages and
administration for prescription homeopathic remedim a problem-based
approach to facilitate clinical thinking skills.

Module 4: Course Number 710
PHYSICAL MEDICINE AND REHABILITATION

This course will provide the student with the knedde, theory and techniques
for rehabilitation as they apply to various bodgteyns. Case studies will help
the student analyze patient symptoms and findimgsppropriately formulate

treatment options. This course will also inclu@dadis-on instruction for various
soft tissue and joint injection techniques.
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Module 5: Course Number 715
FAMILY PRACTICE

This course presents clinical symptoms, signs &intbgies along with diagnostic
procedures and treatment of illnesses common tofahely practitioner. A
review of the major organ systems and differerdiatiof diseases will be
presented. This course will also provide an urtdading of the proper
management of patient care incorporating consatiatwith medical specialists.

Module 6: Course Number 720
PEDIATRICS AND IMMUNOLOGY

This course presents the growth and developmerihefchild from newborn

through adolescence and the differential diagnasesociated with common
diseases that affect this age group. The impogtafcthe proper collection,

interpretation and use of laboratory tests withcegdeemphasis on that related to
the pediatric patient will also be addressed. Tdosirse also covers select
immunologic concerns from an etiological standpoilm addition, the cost

effectiveness in public health with the obviousmection to child immunizations

will be addressed.

Module 7: Course Number 725
GERIATRICS, INFECTIOUS DISEASES & PUBLIC HEALTH

This course consists of extensive study in the renwmental, industrial,
communicable & hereditary diseases of our time wthphasis on symptoms,
clinical outcomes, treatment and prevention. Tdosirse also includes health
administration laws and regulations as well asntlagor causes of mortality in the
US population. Health problems of the elderly wetinphasis on gastrointestinal
and genitourinary disorders commonly seen in thalfapractice setting are also
covered. In addition, case studies are presenfedathological conditions
including terminal outcomes.

Module 8: Course Number 730
EMERGENCY MEDICINE

This course presents the knowledge necessary tmmeze and manage life-
threatening conditions. A concise overview of ffiee and field emergencies
will be addressed. The student will gain the skith competently manage the
scene of an emergency. This course will also gelbhands-on instruction for
wound care and suturing techniques.
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Module 9: Course Number 735
CARDIO-PULMONARY MEDICINE

Cardiovascular and respiratory disorders are ptedenncluding etiology,

symptoms, treatment and outcomes. Emphasis ismesbsin various differential
diagnoses. The use and interpretation of the ER@paulmonary function testing
in the family practice is presented in a hands-ormét during the in-class
sessions of this course.

Module 10: Course Number 740
PHARMACOTHERAPEUTICS |

This course will provide students with an introdatof pharmacology, over-the-
counter products and prescription drugs with cfacsgion of registered legend
and drug schedules. Students will learn the cha&lmieomposition, action,

absorption, excretion and toxicity of natural aydtketic substances along with
how their physical interaction controls disease prainotes health. In addition,
emphasis will be placed on how the family practiéo functions within federal

regulatory guidelines.

Module 11: Course Number 741
PHARMACOTHERAPEUTICS I

In this class students will learn the chemical cosifon, action, absorption,
excretion and toxicity of natural and synthetic stabces along with how their
physical interaction controls disease and prombézdth. Commonly prescribed
medical formulary applications are illustrated wlotocols for routinely seen
problems involving inflammatory, degenerative angedse conditions as
presented during the appropriate course instruction

Module 12: Course Number 742
PHARMACOTHERAPEUTICS Il

This course will continue the functional raining tbe practitioner in the use of
pharmaceutical agents with presentation by pharuotieé category. The student
will continue the work begun in Course 741 and clatgpthe study of agents
appropriate to family primary care practice. Then# be a specific emphasis
toward the agents that are most cost effective asol most clinically safe and
effective.
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Module 13: Course Number 743
PHARMACOTHERAPEUTICS IV — INJECTIBLE THERAPIES

In this course, students will learn how to preseritbosages of natural and
synthetic preparations including the use of herbgamins, supplements,
minerals, and pharmacologic agents with utilizatiand combinations of
appropriate substances for the treatment of disdasepatients through
subcutaneous, intramuscular or intravenous appitat A review of basic
biochemistry with regard to concentrations of im&naous solutions, buffering and
molarity will be undertaken as well as an exhaastiexposition of the
complications, precautions and adverse reactiondVtotherapies including
anaphylaxis and concurrent treatments. Also thegut®ons to and methods of
injections and IV therapies will be included.

Module 14: Course Number 745
NUTRITIONAL AND BOTANICAL MEDICINE

Holistic medicine comprises many specialties. Notr and botanical medicine
is among the growing leaders in preventative madiciln this course, students
will study advanced nutrition, including herbologgnd vitamin therapy;
deficiency-related diseases; interactions with pizereutical preparations;
laboratory findings; and treatment protocols.

Module 15: Course Number 750
ORTHOPEDICS & NEUROLOGY

This course will present the knowledge and skiélsassary in managing common
orthopedic conditions. Particular attention isused on the diagnosis and initial
management of orthopedic disorders commonly seethdyamily practitioner.
This course will also present an understandindnefetiology, clinical course and
prognosis of nervous system dysfunction resultimmmf congenital or genetic
anomalies, acute or chronic diseases and traumatiges.

Module 16: Course Number 755
AMBULATORY SURGERY |

The basis and methodology of ambulatory surgerypaesented for the family
practitioner with emphasis on surgeries and suguoihsuperficial structures and
tissues.  Concepts involving the history, economisgandards of care,
components used, anesthesia, and scrub technigiksevr discussed and
practiced.
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Module 17: Course Number 756
AMBULATORY SURGERY I

Specific applications of the concepts taught in IGeur55 will be explored and
discussed, with practical demonstrations of thérigpies and instrumentation
necessary to perform various ambulatory surgicatguures within the family
practice office.

Module 18: Course Number 760
OBSTETRICS & GYNECOLOGY

This course of study presents clinical symptoms]agy and anatomy of various
gynecological conditions relating to family praetic Natural childbirth,
menstruation, pregnancy and complications, sexuadgsmitted diseases, age-
related diseases and common examination procedwueesovered. This course
also includes hands-on instruction during the asslsessions of gynecological
examinations.

Module 19: Course Number 761
OBSTETRICS & GYNECOLOGY CLINICAL PROCEDURES

tissue specimen analysis as it pertains to thelyasoictor for the female patient.

Jurisprudence and meditatseis a vital course of
instruction for the future naturopathic medical woc This course illustrates the
provider's role and responsibilities in medical amts, documentation, patient
rights, issues on death and dying, abuse, mediedpractice. In addition, an
overview of the complexities of health care lavplssented.

Module 25: Course Number 785
NATUROPATHIC CORRELATIONS |

The naturopathic physician must correlate the mdron garnered by many
types of medical testing into a unified plan ofi@etbased on the naturopathic
model of healthcare. This information must thenubbzed to form a coherent
and effective plan of treatment for the patient.hisTcourse is designed to
complete the inculcation of this information aneé thvailable treatment options
into naturopathic philosophy and models of healthadelivery. This course is
the lynchpin of naturopathic education in this perg.

Module 26: Course Number 786
NATUROPATHIC CORRELATIONS Il - HOSPITAL ISSUES

Information garnered from physical testing must ipeorporated into the
complete care of the patient from a naturopathamdypoint. This course is
designed to further inculcation of naturopathic Igdophies into presently
existing common models of healthcare delivery idoig the hospital setting. It
will further the understanding of the naturopatipbysician to the inter-
connection between therapeutic models and resolthegapparent differences
therein.
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Module 27: Course Number 787
NATUROPATHIC CORRELATIONS Ill - HOSPITAL PROCEDURES

The naturopathic physician wishing to be allowedgtactice within the hospital
setting must be able to function smoothly withingl parameters. This course is
designed to allow the student to perform the praoegsinecessary in critical care.
This course will be facilitated by the use of adweh programmable medical
mannequins and will be held at campuses with thpalility

CLINICAL TRAINING PROGRAM - 1200 HOURS

Clinical Training program: Courses 800 through &% modules of 50 hours each —
1200 hours)

The Clinical Training Program will consist of 1200
hours with clinical proficiency displayed to the
satisfaction of the Clinical Director and his/he&aff

in each of the listed areas of study. Each Module
will consist of two (2) twenty-five (25) hour blosk
The program will follow the outline of study listed
below:

Format:

1. Student will observe the examination and treatnuérd patient in the clinical setting.
This would include twenty-two (22) hours of clinicaunds involving direct contact with
actual patients.

All patients will sign release papers and the Qulevill provide those documents as well
as the documentation for the on-site teachingitgcil

The clinical work-up will include the specifics ehch clinical entity covered, including
definition, epidemiology and demographics, physioadlings and clinical presentation,
etiology and pathogenesis, any association(s) witiher disorders, diagnosis and
treatment, including any special clinical necessiti Patient progression will be by
interview, physical examination, and the subseqé@mbation of differential diagnoses
appropriate to the case with review of the abosmg in consideration of the appropriate
diagnosis and treatment plan. There will includ€limical Assessment and Care Plan
(CACP) filled out on specified disease entities de covered in each module as
designated by the clinical teaching staff.
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2. The student will record the examination, treatmamd follow-up instructions as if the
patient were being treated by that individual. yiél use the CACP form provided for
this purpose approved by the teaching clinical ftsaunder the direction of the clinical
director as general supervisor of the program/mter

They will then make a diagnosis and naturopath&attnent plan based on the
examination of the patient and any pertinent nengsspecialized and advanced testing
needed to confirm the diagnosis and treatment. s én will be reviewed by the
naturopathic clinical staff for completeness, adwibty of implementation due to any
actual or potential contraindications, complicasiam errors, and philosophical issues.

The patient will then be followed through the cauc$ therapy by the attending doctor
with changes and revisions to be made as needed.

3. Upon completion of this process and the requisiter necessary to complete the block
of the clinical instructional program, the studerll be tested by means of both written
and practical examinations formulated by the cahteaching staff to ensure assimilation
of the necessary motor and cognitive functions ntgohin the clinical block. After that
process is completed and reviewed by the clinieaulty member assigned to that
module, the student will be critiqued on his or performance during the module and
specific comments will be provided by both the dirand general supervisors and
addressed directly to the student regarding thefiopmance during the module

This will entail the final three (3) hours of theodular block, giving the student a total of
twenty-five (25) hours for each block. There wié a ninety (90) minute written
examination to determine the mastery of the edocatimaterial presented and a ninety
(90) minute practical examination to ensure theppranotor skills have been achieved.
The practical examination and requisite demonsinatif the necessary motor skills for
completion of the module will have been demonstiate the clinical supervisor's
satisfaction during the examination process, bseeond supervisor will perform this
portion to insure the objectivity of the supervisond the proficiency of the student
doctor. The final grade for each block will beapass/fail basis.
